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How can stakeholders select an appropriate costing tool and access
resources to costing tools?

To help users such as policy makers, technical staff, technical assistance

agencies and non-governmental organizations decide which costing tool to

use to meet their costing objectives several international development
partners collaborated to develop an online costing tool guide.

Deloitte supported the development process as a partner in the
consortium led by Abt Associates Inc., implementing the United States
Agency for International Development (USAID) Health Systems 20/20
project.

Technical Consultation of Stakeholders

Several partners through the Partnership for Maternal, Newborn and Child
Health (PMNCH) conducted a review in 2008 of costing tools relevant to
the health MDGs and hosted an international consultation in Senegal to
discuss experiences with using the tools and recommend actions to assist
countries in understanding, accessing and using costing tools.

It guides users through a short series of questions to help select an
appropriate costing tool.

Video tutorials on the use of the guide are provided along with details
about the tools including how to access the tools.

The content of the costing tool guide can be easily modified and updated.

The costing guide aims to help users determine which costing tool to use
based on their costing needs.

It also helps countries understand the different parameters to consider
before undergoing a costing exercise.

The appropriate use of costing tools can be a powerful resource to shape
national policies and advocate for strategies and increased investments to
achieve the health Millennium Development Goals (MDGs.)

The online health costing tool guide assists countries and other
stakeholders to build capacity for the selection, use and understanding of
standard, proven costing methodologies for health services.

The Online Costing Tool Guide is expected to launch by August 2010.
